Background

In February 2004 the City of Swan, Midland Redevelopment Authority and Western 
Australian Planning Commission embarked on a master planning exercise for the 
Woodbridge-Viveash foreshore.

AIM - To create a major environmental, educational and cultural showpiece that connects 
the community to the unique natural and cultural environment of the Swan River and 
delivers sustainable social, environmental and economic outcomes for the region.



Location

Woodbridge-Viveash floodplain on the banks of the Swan River between the strategic 
regional centre of Midland, historic Guildford and the internationally recognised food and 
wine region of the Swan Valley.



Concept Plans

A draft concept plan was developed based 
on the original project objectives and 
directed by technical advice from appointed 
consultants and community values 
identified by the CCG.









Play Space Concept

THEME 

• ‘Living on the Swan River’

The plants, creatures and people, 
their homes and habitat.
Illustrating ecology and culture, 
past and present.

AIMS

• To be accessible to everyone – ‘All Abilities’
Including play and social opportunities for wheelchair users or visitors with other physical 
impairments, visitors with low or no vision or other sensory impairments, visitors with fine 
motor disabilities, and visitors with intellectual or cognitive disabilities.

• To be unique 
Build a special sense of place in this location close to the banks of the Swan River.

• To allow for a great variety of imaginative, creative and active play opportunities for all ages.
Including opportunities to connect with nature, build cubbies, get wet, or just hang out with 
friends. Foster the sense of wonder in early childhood, allow for the need for exploration in 
middle childhood, and physical challenge in late childhood.
